	 Shrek The Musical is recommended for families of children ages five and up. The show runs 
Sept. 30 through Oct. 16, 2016, with performances on Fridays at 7 pm, and Saturdays at 2 pm and 5 pm, 
and Sundays at 2 pm. Due to popular demand, additional performances have been added on Sunday, 
October 9 at 5 pm and Sunday, October 16 at 5 pm. The show is approximately 70 minutes long without 
an intermission. On Saturday, Oct. 8, the 2 pm performance will be interpreted for audience members who 
are deaf or hard of hearing. On the same day at 5 pm, a sensory-friendly performance will be offered for 
families who have children with autism spectrum disorder or other sensory processing issues. 
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	 Tickets for Shrek The Musical are $20. Discount ticket vouchers are available at all area Hy-Vee 
stores. Members of The Rose receive four free tickets to the production, but the public is advised that 
Rose memberships are limited, and are close to selling out; The Rose does not expect memberships to 
be available for purchase beyond the production of Shrek The Musical.
