Theater. A recent graduate of The University of Northern lowa, Maddie earned her BA in
Theatre for Youth. Following her passions for teaching and working with young people,
Maddie is excited to be back on the stage acting. Past acting credits are To “Touch the
Moon,” “Guys and Dolls,” “A Midsummer Night’s Dream,” and “Wizard of Oz.”

Alease Arizona Timbers (Baby Elephant/Peacock) is excited to be back on the stage
for the first time in 4 years. This will be her first performance since playing Dionne in
Fayetteville States Production of “Hair”. She grew up in Fayetteville, North Carolina, and
graduated from Fayetteville State University with a BA in Theatre and a minor in Dance

in 2015. She received her lateral entry licensure from UNC Asheville. She has spent the
